Q » When is the first day of school?
A » The first day after Labor Day for all grade levels.

Q » How do I find out which school serves a particular

address?
A » Call the School Information Center at (703) 228-7660 or

click on the searchable boundaries link on the home page.

Q » How do I enroll my child in my neighborhood school?
A » Contact the school directly to make an appointment.

Q » We just moved here from another country.
How do I enroll my children in school?
A » Call the Intake Center at (703) 228-7663 to make an

appointment.

Q » What do I need to register in school?
A » To register your child you will need the following:
U Birth certificate of the child.
0  Social Security card if available.
U  Proof of Arlington residence ( rental lease, real estate
contract, mortgage agreement or property deed)
0  Immunization records.
U  Physical exam within 12 months of starting school.
The form is available from schools, the School
Information Center (703) 228-7660, the School
Health office (703) 228-1650, or the web.
0  Written results of a TB test done within the last year.
U  Former report card, if applicable.

Q » How do I find out about school buses and routes?
A » Each school provides bus route and bus stop information

at the beginning of the school year.

Before and After School

Q » Do elementary schools have childcare before and/or

after school?
A » Yes, the “Extended Day” program runs from 7 a.m. to

the start of school and then again after school to 6 p.m. Fees
are based on a sliding scale.

Q » Do middle schools offer after school child care?
A » Yes, at all middle schools after-school only. Call
Call (703) 228-6069.

Frequently Asked Questions

Q » How do I enroll my child in a before — and/or after-

school child care program?
A » Call the Extended Day office at (703) 228-6069 for more

information.

Q » Do middle schools have after school sports activities?
A » Yes, intramural and interscholastic. Middle school
students may participate in swimming and diving, soccer,
basketball, wrestling, track and tennis interscholastic programs
as well as a variety of intramural sports.

Q » What interscholastic sports are available to high

school students?
A » High school students may participate in cross country,

football, cheerleading basketball, field hockey, indoor &
outdoor track and field, tennis, girls gymnastics, crew, swim
and dive, wrestling, softball, baseball, lacrosse, volleyball,
golf and soccer.

Q » Are there extracurricular activities for middle and

high school students?
A » Yes. Call your school’s main number, the Activities

Hotline, or the School Information Center at (703) 228-7660.

Q » Do the high schools have indoor swimming pools?
A » Yes, they are located adjacent to each high school.

A » Yes. Call the Aquatics Office at (703) 228-6263 or the
School Information Center at (703) 228-7660.

Early Childhood

Q » Do you have preschool programs for children 3 to 5

years old?

A » Arlington Public Schools offers a Montessori program
for 3- to 5-year-olds at 10 locations on a sliding scale fee.
Arlington Public Schools also offers a 4-year-old preschool
program, the Virginia Preschool Initiative (VPI) a program
funded by Arlington Public Schools and the State of Virginia.
The VPI program is located at 14 elementary schools. This
program is available for children who qualify for the Federally
Funded Free and Reduced lunch program. Children must be 4-
years-old by September 30.

Q » When is my child eligible to attend Montessori or
VPI?

A » A child must be 3 years old on or before September 30
for Montessori, and 4-years-old for VPI.

Q » How do I find out which Montessori or VPI program

corresponds to my area?
A » Call the School Information Center at (703) 228-7660 to

find out which center serves your address or visit the web site.
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Q » How do I enroll my child in Montessori or VPI?
A » Call the Montessori or VPI center serving your

attendance area and to get an application. Return the
application to the desired center between February 1 and April
15, to be considered in the first round of applicants.

Q » Is there a fee for the Montessori or VPI programs?
A » Fees are on a sliding scale for Montessori 3 and 4 year

olds. There is no fee for 4—year-old VPIL.

Q » How do I get more information on the Montessori or

the Virginia Preschool Initiative (VPI) programs?
